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Summary of Progress 

Queensland has committed the majority of the NPA funding to deliver an additional 89 rehabilitation beds across the state and therefore 
complement the already planned increase in bed numbers over the four year period.  
 

This commitment reflects the priority areas of the Queensland Health Strategic Plan 2012-16 and supports achievement of the objectives and 
themes in the Blueprint for Better Healthcare in Queensland. 

 
The additional places are being provided in three sites: 15 rehabilitation places have been provided at Rockhampton Hospital and 44 additional 
rehabilitation beds have been provided in Sandgate.  30 rehabilitation / step down beds are being provided in the Townsville Hospital and 
Health Service.   
 
$96.1 million has been allocated over four years from 2009-10. 
 
Queensland has also expanded the provision of the Online Geriatric Assessment Service to 20 major Queensland Health Hospitals. $1.1 million 
has been allocated over the four year period.

Definitions

Episode of care - A period of health care with a defined start and end date (METeOR 268978). 

Weighted Bed Day Equivalents (WBE) 

The WBE is the ratio of the admitted bed day cost to the non-admitted count cost.

Example: 

Occasions of service (OOS) – the number of occasions of examination, consultation, treatment or other service provided to a patient (METeOR 291061)

Group sessions – care or assistance simultaneously being provided to more than one person (METeOR 294406), either as an occasion of service or episode. 

Centre based – subacute care services provided in non-admitted settings including hospital outpatient clinics and hospital outreach and hospital-auspiced community 

health facilities. 

Home based – subacute care services provided to non-admitted patients in their place of residence through a hospital outpatient, 

hospital outreach or hospital-auspiced community health program. 

Hospital-in-the-home (HITH) – provision of care to hospital admitted patients in their place of residence as a substitute for hospital 

accommodation. Place of residence may be permanent or temporary (METeOR 327308).

Hospital based – admitted subacute care services provided in acute, non-acute and subacute hospitals or same-day establishments 

or through Hospital-in-the-home (HITH) care.

Subacute care 

Rehabilitation, palliative care, geriatric evaluation and management and psychogeriatric care, as defined in the most recent version 

Admitted Care

Patient days – the total number of days for all patients who were admitted for an episode of care and who separated during a 

specified reference period (METeOR 270045).
